14.In the event of an award made to you on this tender, SPC reserve the right to cancel/suspend           procuring of said order in any stage, if you would be placed in the defaulted supplier’s list due to  quality failure found in your previous supplies made to SPC or non compliance of contractual  agreement.

15. The bid submitted should be duly signed and endorsed by the Bidder/ Tenderer him self  (with the name and designation of the signatory) or by the representative. Representatives  submit offers on behalf of their principals should submit a letter of authorization and power  of attorney (if signing on behalf of the principals) and also should submit documentary proof  on their registration as per the Act. 16.
